You donôt have to be an expert at mentoring or trained in 
discipleship to participate in most Urban Impact volunteer 
opportunities. You just need  the desire to help. Think 
about the gifts and skills youôve been blessed with and 
your availability.   

All Volunteers Are  
Valuable to Us 

Most Urban Impact volunteers are Program Volunteers; 
however, opportunities exist for Administrative Volunteers, 
as well.  

Program Volunteers 

Indirect: This volunteer is a ñbehind the scenesò servant 
(e.g. office assistants, meal providers). This level of       
commitment consists of providing assistance on a one-time 
or regular basis for the program of your choice. 
 
Direct: This volunteer has direct contact with children and 
youth.  This level of commitment includes more of an emotional 
and spiritual commitment. In addition to attending program 
activities, your commitment would involve relationship-building 
with 1-3 assigned Urban Impact youth by making weekly   
support phone calls to each one throughout the course of the 
program. Direct volunteer opportunities are available for the 
Academic Assistance, Performing Arts, Summer Day Camp 
and Athletics programs.  
 
Discipleship Mentors: These volunteers feel called to invest 
in the lives of specific youth on a year-round basis and should 
expect an even greater amount of emotional and spiritual  
commitment.  In addition to attending program activities and 
calling 1-3 youth on a weekly basis, this level of commitment 
consists of spending time with each youth at least one time per 
month outside of regular program times. You would take on 
personal responsibility for the discipleship of these youth. 
Through ongoing mentoring both inside and outside of the 
program environment, you can become a positive,  
dependable, constant influence on their lives.  Discipleship 
mentor positions are available for the Academic Assistance, 
Performing Arts, and Athletics programs. 

Administrative Volunteers 

This volunteer commits to helping out in the office where 
needed. Your obligation may be on a one-time, periodic, or 
regularly-scheduled basis.
